Federal income tax -$1055. Federal Form 1099-$10. Final ñprofitò was $8393 for 534 registrations after re-

turning the registration fee to entrants. Will be closing the Convention checking account soon and moving the 

funds to the NCRG checking account. FYI ñprofitò in 1998 was about $17,000 for about double the entrants.
